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Course description
A basic course on the theoretical foundations and practical relevance of the disability issues related to employment.  

Requirements

The required work for the course includes regular attendance and participation, but also – for those who are taking the course for credit – a term paper of about 20-25 pages. The topic of the term paper must be discussed and cleared beforehand, on the basis of a proposal, which need not be longer than a page or so.

regarding mathematical arguments and informal expositions.
